There is such variety in the way we bring about formation throughout
our diocese - whether we come from a large parish or small - there are
great ways to help new and old members of our church become
friends! Here's some thoughts from Kathy Sheppard....

Children and Church at Christ Episcopal are very busy even in the
summer!! During the summer young children, ages 4-7, attend
Children's Worship at the 10:00 am service. They hear a children's
sermon about the gospel and many times we go outside and enjoy
God's world and return to their parents during the Peace. We also offer
two Vacation Bible Schools, one for children ages 3-5 and another for
children Kindergarten-5th grade. Each year is a different theme - this
summer we'll be learning how to be good stewards of our Earth.

Other opportunities within the school year are continued in the
summer. For instance, KFC - Kids for Christ - is group of children ages
4 years old-5th grade, who meet twice a month during the school year
but continue to meet once a month during the summer. They share a
family dinner together and then volunteer at a nursing home, Ronald
McDonald House, sort clothes for the needy or any place that will
accept children and adults volunteers. Our Polo group, Parents of Little
Ones (for parents and children, ages birth - 4 years old) also meets
monthly for fellowship and continues during the summer months too.

And the
Blessing of God almighty, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, be upon you
this day and remain with you forever.

For some graduates these coming weeks that may be all the
recognition they get in their congregations. If this is all we do we miss
an opportunity of Christian Formation for our graduates and their loved
ones. Our graduates are celebrating a completion of hard work and
dedication. Their families may be celebrating something they
wondered at times if it would ever happen. A new chapter in the life of
the graduate begins. How will we send these persons off? What can
we do to make this transition truly God-filled? What tools can we give
these persons for their journey?

I happen to "make" walking sticks. We give a walking stick to each of
our graduates as a reminder that God walks with them every day. The
stick serves as a symbol of our love and prayers which go with them in
their journey. | read about a congregation with two graduates this
year. They had a covered dish lunch in honor of the graduates. The
families of the two girls posted pictures of the girls on the walls of the
parish hall - from babies to young adults. Many of the graduates
received gifts from the congregation such as bibles, prayer books,
meditation books, etc.

What will you do for your graduates? Have members of the
congregation write "Advice to a graduate" on a card and present these
cards to the individuals as part of the Sunday liturgy. Family members,
parents, spouses, even children, may write a blessing for their
graduate. Then they can lay hands on their loved one and read their
blessing in front of the whole congregation. Let your creative juices
flow as we give thanks to God for our graduates and recognize their
accomplishments.

Book Club -

This section will contain titles and a little bit about the book to peak your interest. We hope

be to simple suggest a book recently read by either members of the commission and/or
LI;JB something that one of our readers suggests.

Organic Prayer, Cultivating Your Relationship with God by Nancy Roth. This Cowley Publication of 1993 is
one of my favorite books. It can be used for personal meditation or as the basis for a group
retreat. The author uses soil, seeds, water, compost, pests, and harvest for meditation and
reflection on our relationship with God and each other. She suggests activities and prayer
exercises at the end of each chapter. Nancy Roth is an Episcopal priest and teacher of
meditation to adults and children. Other books include The Breath of God, A New Christian
Yoga, Praying: A Book for Children, and We Sing of God: A Hymnal for Children.

Prodigal Summer by Barbara Kingsolver. Another of my favorite books, Prodigal Summer, is
the kind of novel to curl up in a hammock under the shade tree to read. :
Quoting from the jacket cover -"Barbara Kingsolver, a writer praised for her
‘extravagantly gifted narrative voice', has created with this novel a hymn to wildness
that celebrates the prodigal spirit of human nature, and of nature itself." There are
three stories of human love woven within the forested mountains and small farms of
southern Appalachia. Over the course of one humid summer, the characters find
connections to one another and to the flora and fauna with which they share a place.
"Their discoveries are embedded inside countless intimate lessons of biology, the ST mer
realities of small farming, and the final, urgent truth that humans are only one part of life
on earth."
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
