GUIDELINES AND REQUIREMENTS FOR PREACHER (Canon 4.5)

A Preacher is a lay person authorized to preach. Persons so authorized shall only preach in
congregations under the direction of the Member of the Clergy or other leader exercising
oversight of the congregation or other community of faith.

Qualifications
• Public speaking ability.
• The ability to organize one’s thoughts and present them in a cogent manner.

Skills:
• The ability to exegete a passage of scripture.
• Construct a sermon for Sunday worship appropriate for lectionary and season.
• Construct a sermon for the Pastoral Offices, especially:
o The Celebration and Blessing of a Wedding
o Ministration to the Sick (healing service)
o The Burial of the Dead
